Rate Filing Service Providers
are firms which offer to those approved to participate in GSA’s Freight Management Program, the service of
submitting to GSA electronic rate offers in accordance with this Request and its SFI. Only those Tariff
Publishing Agents who have a valid Trading Partner Agreement on file with the FPMO and have met all other
approval requirements established by GSA may act as a Tariff Publishing Agent on behalf of approved firms.

Please note the following reminders and/or significant items:

1. All rate offers submitted in response to this Request and its SFI for the GSA Distribution Centers
identified MUST be submitted to GSA electronically in accordance with Sections 6 — 10. NO PAPER RATE
OFFERS will be accepted for the identified Distribution Center traffic.

2. If you are a current subscriber to the Inter-Agency Transportation Management System (ITMS) CD-
ROM and intend to use its capabilities for the creation and submission of your rate offer(s) for the Distribution
Center traffic, you will need to contact the FPMO to request an updated version of ITMS. Prior versions of ITMS
do not incorporate the enabling of the Distribution Center filing for traffic identified in this Request.

SECTION 1
TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1-1. GENERAL: Thefollowing Request and its Special Filing Instructions (SFI) are provided in addition to the terms and
conditions of the General Services Administration’s (GSA’s) Standard Tender of Service (STOS), General Freight Traffic
Management Program, GSA General Freight Tender of Service No. 1-F (GSA TOS No. 1-F), supplements and reissues
thereto. However, certain provisions and requirements of this Request and its SFI may deviate from and supersede those
published in the STOS, GSA TOS No. 1-F.

Traffic to be included under this Request and its SFI will be freight-all-kinds (FAK) shipments moving via closed van for all
less than truckload (LTL) (O poundsto 10,000 pounds) shipments and al truckload (TL) (20,000 pounds to 40,000 pounds
and over) snipments. Rates will be applicable only to interstate shipments moving in the Continental United States (CONUS)
and the identified intrastate shipments within CONUS. Rate offers will be accepted for the following GSA facilities:

GSA’s Western Distribution Center, Stockton, CA;
GSA'’ s Southwest Distribution Center, Fort Worth, TX; and

GSA'’s Southesast Distribution Center, Palmetto, GA. (add period)

1-2. EFFECTIVE PERIOD: All acceptable rate offers submitted in response to this Request and its SHI will be for the
period November 1, 2000, through October 31, 2001.

1-3. SUBMISSION OF RATE OFFERS: Rates offered in response to this Request and its SFI MUST be submitted via the
File Transfer Protocol (FTP) of the Internet (I-FTP) in accordance with Sections 6 - 10.

1-4. FILING PERIOD:

A. INITIAL FILINGS: Rate offers made by those firms approved to participate in GSA’s Freight Management
Program are due by 4:30 p.m. Central Standard Time, August 14, 2000, and will be processed in accordance with Paragraph
1-4.C., below.

B. REFILINGS OF ELECTRONICALLY SUBMITTED FILING DEFICIENCIES: Electronic rate filings received
between July 11, 2000, and August 14, 2000, which do not meet the requirements as stated in this Request and its SFI will be
considered unacceptable, rates will not be included in the data base, and the firm will be notified of the deficienciesby GSA’s
Heartland Zone Office by facsimile and/or telephone. If afirm’s rate offer is submitted in accordance with this Request and its
SFI by aRate Filing Service Provider or a Tariff Publishing Agent, the Rate Filing Service Provider or the Tariff Publishing
Agent will be notified of the deficiencies and not the firm. Corrected rate offers must be resubmitted within ten (10) calendar
days after receipt of notification. In those instances where corrections are not received within the ten (10) calendar days after
notification, rate offers will be considered unacceptable and the firm will not be allowed to refile. Corrected rate offers
received within the required ten (10) calendar days will be entered into the data base effective November 1, 2000.
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C. ACCEPTED/EFFECTIVE DATE: Initial rate offers allowable under Paragraph 1-4.A. will be processed by
November 1, 2000, except in those instances of afailure to meet the resubmission requirements of corrected Rate Filing
Deficiencies asidentified in Paragraph 1-4.B

D. CARRIER NOTIFICATIONS: If the submitting firm receives no communication from GSA pursuant to
Paragraph 1-4.B. by November 1, 2000, the firm is on notice that its rate offer(s) has been accepted and transmitted to its
designated Tariff Publishing Agent for publication, or in the absence of a designated Tariff Publishing Agent, itsrate file(s) has
been offered to GSA’s Office of Transportation Audits.

1-5. APPLICABILITY OF RATE OFFERS: By submission of arate offer to GSA for the traffic identified in this Request
and its SFI, the offeror agrees that it can and will service the identified origin facility for which arate is offered and all points
within each identified destination State and/or destination service area for which arate is offered.

1-6. OPTION TO EXTEND: The Government reserves the right to extend the expiration date of al or part of the rate offers
accepted in accordance with this Request and its SFI for up to ninety (90) days.

1-7. TERMINATION:
A. Thefollowing provision will apply in addition to Item 20.e. of the Optiona Form 280:

1. Accepted rate offers may be terminated upon determination that a Carrier has failed to satisfactorily respond to
a show cause notice(s); and

2. Accepted rate offers may be terminated by the Government immediately upon the debarment or suspension of
the Carrier in accordance with the Code of Federal Regulation (CFR) 101-40.4.

B. Upon termination of the rate offer under 1-7.A.1 and/or 2. above, the Carrier shall be paid any sum due the Carrier
for services performed under this Request and its SFI to the date of such termination; and in the event of partial termination,
shall be paid in accordance with the terms of this rate offer for any services furnished under the portion of the rate offer that is
not terminated; provided any such payments shall be without prejudice to any claim which the Government may have against
the Carrier and the Government shall have the right to offset any such claims against such payment.

1-8. TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE OF THE GOVERNMENT: The Government, by written notice, may
terminate all or part of the rate offers accepted in accordance with this Request and its SFI when it isin the Government’ s best
interest.

2-2. ACCEPTANCE: Accepted rate offerswill be contained in GSA’ s Interagency Transportation Management System
(ITMS). When identified in ITMS, the acceptable rate offers will be listed based on price only. The listing of firms and their
rate offers will be based on the anticipated shipping date, the origin of the shipment, the destination of the shipment, the weight
of the shipment, the number of miles between the origin and destination of the shipment, and any accessoria services requested
by the customer agency. Firms with applicable rates for the requested shipment will be listed on the cost comparison in cost
ascending order. In the case of brokers and shippers agentsyIntermodal Marketing Companies, please note that the broker’s
name and/or the shipper agent’/Intermodal Marketing Company’s name and not the names of its underlying carriers will be
identified on cost comparisons.

CONFIRMING RATE TRANSMISSIONS: Each business day morning, the Freight Program Management
Office (FPMO) will run a program that will automatically search the carrier FTP directory and count the number of rate
records contained in afile that has been transmitted since the last time the program was executed. Once counted, the
program will automatically place afile in the appropriate carrier’s FTP directory verifying the number of rate records
received. Thisfilewill be named (SCAC)FRT.txt. Carriers can use this .txt file to confirm that the FPM O has received
the appropriate number of rate records. This .txt file only confirms the number of rate records received — it does not

validate the content or formatting of data contained in the carrier’ srate offer. If appropriate, carriers will receive
notification of rate filing deficiencies in accordance with Section 1, Paragraph 1-4.B. of this Request and its SHI.
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
