RE-ROOFING OF BUILDINGS

Butler Manufacturing now offers re-roofing of buildings
under Federal Supply Schedule 54 II B! Here’s how a
typical project can be accomplished under the program:

The project began as an authorization request for repairs to a
warehouse roof that was damaged during a windstorm, which
swept Camp Clark, a Missouri National Guard training center
near Nevada, MO. The warehouse had received two roof
replacements during the 1980’s using single-ply membrane
systems. The building continued to experience a number of
roof problems in subsequent years and had become an eventu-
al candidate for yet another re-roof.

Following an engineering assessment, the scope of Camp
ClarK’s original project request was amended to a facilities
improvement project. Instead of repairs, a contract was issued
to install a standing seam metal roof system over the damaged
warehouse single-ply roof. The old roof now has a double-
slope metal roof with a hip profile that covers the previous
flat, convex roof. Three inches of faced fiberglass insulation
(R-19) were incorporated into the assembly to improve energy
efficiency.

The re-roof contract was awarded to Butler Manufacturing
Company, a GSA-approved supplier of prefabricated struc-
tures, ancillary services, site preparation and installation. By
utilizing the method of re-roofing directly over the existing
roof, the facilities remained in operation during the four
months of installation. The new metal roof was installed with

an integrated framing and roof support system bolted onto the
underlying original structural frame of the building. The re-
roof was designed to ASTM 95 and carried with it several
desired performance certifications relevant to military facilities.

As a secondary benefit, the new hip roof has upgraded the
appearance of the facilities that are visible from an adjacent,
high-traffic highway. Plans are underway to strip the original
siding and reface the walls of the middle building with a stuc-
co-like material to further upgrade and unify the appearance of
the facilities now consolidated under the new roof.
