The U.S. Department of Energy
(DOE) and the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) have come
up with two simple ways to help
agency purchasers and specifiers in
identifying and purchasing energy
efficient equipment that complies
with EO 13123. The first is the
ENERGY STAR® labeling program,
and the second is FEMP’s Product

Efficiency Recommendations.

Each year, the Federal Government spends
an estimated $10-$20 billion to purchase
energy-related products. This equipment is
responsible for the roughly $3.5 billion in
annual energy bills for Federal facilities. To
help reduce taxpayer dollars and the Federal
energy bill, President Clinton signed
Executive Order 13123, Greening the
Government through Efficient Energy
Management, on June 3, 1999. EO 13123
directs agencies to purchase Energy Star®
labeled products; or, for product groups
where Energy Star® programs do not yet
exist, purchase products that are in the
upper 25% of energy efficiency as
designated by the Federal Energy
Management Program (FEMP). EO 13123
also directs GSA to identify energy efficient
products in its catalog and in the

GSA Advantage! program. This order
succeeds EO 12902, signed in 1994, which

first required agencies to purchase energy

using products in the top 25% of efficiency.



Two Simple Ways to Identify and
Purchase Energy Efficient Equipment  tmmmmmm

The ENERGY STAR® label program is the
easiest way to help you identify energy-
efficient equipment. DOE and EPA have been
working together to promote the specifica-
tion and procurement of energy efficient
equipment. To make them easily identifiable,
products that meet the EPA/DOE energy-
efficiency guidelines are awarded the

Energy Star® label.

“Energy efficiency is one of the most impor-
tant resources in the United States for pro-
tecting the environment and saving dollars.
That's why the EPA and DOE designed the
Energy Star® label B. It's the symbol for ener-
gy efficiency,” says Kathleen Hogan, Director
of the Climate Protection Division at EPA.

The Energy Star® program was originally
developed by the EPA to address the issue of
climate change by reducing energy-related
emissions of carbon dioxide to the
atmosphere.

The Energy Star® label, based on efficiency
criteria set by DOE and EPA with input from
manufacturers and retailers, identifies the
top tier of the market for energy efficiency.

Manufacturers are invited to become
partners in the Energy Star® program by
signing a Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU). Any product that meets the specifica-
tion criteria spelled out in the MOU may bear
the label. And only those manufacturers who
are partners in the program may place the
Energy Star® label on their products.

While manufacturers certify their products
as Energy Star®-compliant, using standard
industry test methods, EPA and DOE reserve
the right to randomly test products and take
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appropriate actions if they detect
non-compliance. Manufacturers also

agree to use the Energy Star® label correctly
in identifying their products. The EPA and
DOE take logo-use violations extremely
seriously. To assure that the label consistently
represents the most efficient products avail-
able in the marketplace, the guidelines are
periodically reviewed, because technological
advances may change the specifications for
energy efficiency.

As an added benefit of the program,

Energy Star® has developed web based
interactive tools that help purchasers calculate
the potential energy cost savings over the life
of an Energy Star® product. For more infor-
mation on the Energy Star® labeling program
and its web based cost calculators, visit the
web site at www.energystar.gov or contact
1-888-ENERGYSTAR.
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The second way for agencies to identify energy
efficient products is to follow the FEMP
Product Energy Efficiency Recommendations
for product types that represent the upper
25% of efficiency but are not yet covered by
an Energy Star® labeling program. An easy
way to identify the products that comply
with the FEMP recommended efficiency levels
in GSA Advantage! is to look for the “EE"
symbol. By the way, FEMP is working with the
Energy Star® program at DOE and EPA to
create Energy Star® labels for many of these
products, too. The FEMP Recommendations,
typically two pages long, help you to deter-
mine which products qualify among the top
25% of efficiency, and identify Federal supply
sources, including GSA, that offer these
energy efficient products.

Buyers will also find a cost-effectiveness
example to help them compare annual and
life-cycle energy cost savings with the added
cost of an efficient product.

In addition, determining the lifetime energy
costs associated with improved efficiency is
just a click away from your desktop!
Interactive web cost calculator tools have
been developed which allow purchasers to
calculate and compare lifetime energy costs.
And now, your job of specifying, installing
and using the products is made easier with
tips from FEMP’s Recommendations.

According to Beth Shearer, FEMP’s Director,
“FEMP’s Product Energy Efficiency
Recommendations provide agencies with an
excellent screening resource to help in their
energy efficient purchasing decisions.”

SMALL BUSINESS PARTICIPATION
The General Services Administration and the
Small Business Administration strongly support
the participation of small business concerns in
the Federal Supply Schedules Program. To
enhance small business participation, SBA
policy requires agencies to include in their
procurement base and goals, the dollar value
of orders expected to be placed against the
Federal Supply Schedules, and to report these
goals.

For orders exceeding the micro-purchase
threshold, FAR 8.404 requires agencies to
consider the catalogs/price lists of at least
three schedule contractors or to consider
reasonably available information by using the
GSA Advantage! on-line shopping service
(www.fss.gsa.gov). The catalogs/price lists,
GSA Advantage!, and the Federal Supply
Service Home Page (www.fss.gsa.gov) contain
information on a broad array of products and
services offered by small business contractors.

This information should be used as a tool to
assist ordering activities in meeting or
exceeding established small business goals.

It should also be used as a tool to assist in
including small, small disadvantaged, and
women-owned small businesses among those
considered when selecting price lists for a best
value determination.

For orders exceeding the micro-purchase
threshold, customers are to give preference to
small business concerns when two or more
items at the same delivered price will satisfy
their requirement.
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AUTHORIZED USERS

The agencies and activities named below may

use contracts established under Federal

Supply Schedules.

m All federal agencies and activities in the
executive, legislative and judicial branches.

GEOGRAPHIC COVERAGE

All Federal Supply Schedules provide
contractors the opportunity to offer worldwide
coverage. Schedule contractors have three
categories of geographic coverage to offer: (1)
Domestic, which will cover delivery to the 48
contiguous states; Washington, DC; Alaska;
Hawaii and Puerto Rico; (2) Worldwide, which
will cover delivery domestically AND overseas,
and (3) Overseas Only, which will cover delivery
to overseas destinations other than Alaska,
Hawaii and Puerto Rico.
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VARIABLE CONTRACT PERIODS
Generally, Federal Supply Schedules will no
longer have a prescribed beginning and ending
date. The schedule periods will be continuous,
and will contain contracts with contract
periods that commence on the Date of Award
(DOA) and expire in 5 years (exclusive of any
options) from the DOA.
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INCIDENTAL ITEMS

For administrative convenience, open market
(non-contract) items may be added to a Federal
Supply Schedule BPA or the individual task/
delivery order if the items are clearly labeled

as such on the order, all applicable acquisition
regulations have been followed, and price
reasonableness has been determined by the
ordering activity for the open market items.

ENVIRONMENTAL PRODUCTS

To assist our customers’ efforts in complying

with the requirements of environmental laws

and Executive Orders (considering price,
availability and performance requirements), our

Schedule contractors have been requested

(where possible and/or feasible) to identify

items that:

m Have recycled content (e.g., EPA-designated
items with specific content requirements)

m Are energy and/or water saving
(e.g., Energy Star®)

m Have reduced pollutants (e.g., low volatile
organic compounds [VOC’s] and chromate-
free)

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LEASING

Only equipment offered on a Federal Supply
Schedule may be leased. Some guidelines
for leasing are as follows:

Once you have selected the equipment, then
you need to determine whether it is more
advantageous to lease or purchase it. The
contracting officer should compare the leasing
terms offered from the third-party leasing
companies in the Schedule as well as those
offered by the Schedule equipment sellers. For
example, most Information Technology (IT)
leases, other than Lease to Ownership (LTOP),
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require the ordering agency and the leasing
contractor to determine as part of the initial
lease agreement, the market value of the
equipment at the end of the lease term; i.e.,
its residual value.

Once the best leasing terms have been
selected, the contracting officer can compare
the advantages of leasing to those of direct
purchase. OMB Circular A-94, par. 13,
describes the economic analysis that is to be
used in determining the economic impact of
leasing vs. purchasing.

Leasing requires a commitment on the agency’s
part for all the terms and conditions of the lease
for the full term of the lease. If an agency has
annual appropriations requiring issuance of
supplemental funding documents, the agency’s
procurement and accounting systems must be
capable of timely generation of the requirement
documents. Customers must also be mindful of
submitting “renewal delivery orders” in a timely
manner to assure that their lease does not
expire. Cancellation of a lease for lack of funds
should only be done when the organization is
no longer funded. Court decisions have held
that termination for convenience should only be
employed when the agency no longer has a
requirement for the equipment. Example: An
employee has retired and the position will not
be filled, so now there is a piece of equipment
that is not needed. In other words, a desire for
something different, newer, or better is not a
justification for the premature cancellation of

a lease.

YOUR FLEXIBLE PURCHASING OPTION.

Federal Supply Schedule contracts contain BPA
provisions to maximize your purchasing and
administrative savings. This feature permits
schedule customers and contractors to set up
“accounts” to fill a “recurring requirement”.
These accounts establish a period for the BPA
and generally address issues such as frequency
of ordering and invoicing, authorized callers,
discounts, delivery locations and times.
Agencies may qualify for the best quantity/
volume discounts available under the contract,
based on the potential volume of business that
may be generated through such an agreement,
regardless of the size of the individual orders.
In addition, agencies may be able to secure a
discount higher than that available in the
contract based on the aggregate volume of
business possible under the BPA. Finally,
contractors may be open to a progressive type

“How Do I Set Up a BPA?”

It’s surprisingly uncomplicated. You simply need to:

Define your agency requirement.

Estimate your quantities and delivery
requirements.

If your BPA estimate exceeds $2500,
follow FAR 8.4 ordering procedures —
click on GSA Advantage! or look at
three price lists. If your estimate
exceeds the maximum order threshold,
look at additional price lists and be
sure to seek price reductions.

Once your “Best Value” selection is
complete, you and the contractor(s)
sign the BPA.

Review the BPA at least annually to ensure
that it remains a best value for your agency.
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discounting where the discount would increase
once the sales accumulated under the BPA
reach certain prescribed levels. Use of a BPA
may be especially useful with the new Maximum
Order feature. Remember, Blanket Purchase
Agreements offer a direct and highly flexible
purchasing option for speeding up procurement
— especially if you have ongoing needs or

want to combine contractors. Be sure to take
advantage of this easy-to-use, versatile way to
purchase or otherwise meet your purchasing
needs.

You may need to use multiple BPAs for your
purchasing needs. That’s perfectly fine. Just be
sure to determine which contractors meet the
necessary technical specifications before you
establish the BPA, and follow the ordering
procedures for services.

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PURCHASE CARD

Agencies may make payments for oral or
written delivery orders by using the
Governmentwide commercial purchase card.

“Governmentwide commercial purchase card”
means a uniquely nhumbered credit card issued
to named individual Government employees or
entities, to pay for official Government
purchases.

Schedule contractors are required to accept the
Government purchase card as payment for
acquisitions up to the micro-purchase threshold,
currently $2,500. The card may be used for
payment in excess of this threshold if the using
agency and contractor agree.

Relevant terms and instructions for use of the
Government purchase card are contained in
the GSA Fleet, Travel and Purchase Payment
System Program Guide and within your
agency’s written internal operating procedure.

The contractor shall not process a transaction
for payment through the credit card clearing-
house until the purchased supplies have been
shipped or services performed.

Unless the cardholder requests correction or
replacement of a defective or faulty item in
accordance with other contract requirements,
the contractor shall immediately credit a
cardholder’s account for items returned as
defective or faulty.
